– July 17
Mark the official anniversary with a special ceremony.

Keep the spirit going after your July 17 ceremony.

• �Organize a BBQ, community lunch, or social event 
after the commemorative event

• �Display historical memorabilia or slideshow of  
Branch milestones

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Build Lasting  
Community Connections
Commemorative Crosswalks
Work with your municipality to paint a crosswalk 
near your Branch or community hub to honour 
Veterans and mark the 100th anniversary.

Memorial Banners During  
the Remembrance Period
Encourage local sponsors and families to participate 
in a banner program, displaying images and names 
of local Veterans along main streets. 

Free Parking for Veterans
Engage with your local council to advocate for 
designated free parking spaces for Veterans — a 
visible and lasting gesture of appreciation.

Branch Time Capsule
Invite Canadians of all ages — especially youth 
— to write a ‘Legacy letter’ to future generations, 
explaining why we remember and what they hope 
is never forgotten. Branches can collect them and 
seal them in time capsules, to be opened in a future 
Legion anniversary year.
